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Mercury Preparing to Slay Argus

The sculpture type is established by Thorvaldsen and copied several times, at least 4 according to Reid.
The Catalog identifies A4=A873 and A5=A868
I’m not entirely sure what the difference is. But my own photograph of A873 has Mercury wearing a petasus; while the Madrid copy has Mercury hatless. I don’t know whether the Madrid copy is a derivative of A4 or A5.
